Halacha: The focus is the study of mishna berura with the 
goal of talmidim amassing knowledge in practical halacha for 
everyday life. Talmidim learn how to independently learn and 
understand the halacha from the study of the text. Talmidim 
also gain the experience of preparing and giving clear halachic 
summaries to fellow talmidim on various topics throughout the 
year.
